Spend some time studying the following verses below and discuss how you 
think the application applies to each verse. We have to remember as we study 
God’s Word that there is one primary meaning of each text, but many 
applications… 

1. Genesis 46:1 says, So Israel (that’s Jacob) set out with all that was his, and 
when he reached Beersheba, he offered sacrifices to the God of his father 
Isaac.
 

Application—WORSHIP for God is BIRTHED out of our NEED for Christ
