Acts 20:33-38

1. What is something from the sermon that challenged you or stood out to you that you've 
missed before? 

2. Are today’s choices shaping your life into one that reflects Christ’s transforming power 
and makes a difference for His glory in this world?

3. Head: These questions help us to examine what the Word shows.
a. What do you think the main point is?
b. What do you see God doing, saying, or showing about himself?
c. What does this show us man’s character?

4. Heart: These questions help us wrestle with what we believe.
a. Where did this passage address your heart? 
b. How does it call you to repent and what does it call you to believe? 
c. How does this passage point you to the gospel?

5. Hands: These questions help us bring truth and beliefs into our everyday realities.
a. How can you apply this truth to your life this week, and in what ways does this 

passage challenge you to live differently?
b. How can you use this passage (or the truth within) to share the gospel or disciple 

others?

God forms spiritual character in us that he then uses to impact others.
I. Freedom: 

1. The grace of God secures our future and frees our present.
II. Dependence: 

1. Prayer anchors us in God’s strength, which produces endurance for our journey.
III. Love: 

1. Christ’s love, reproduced in His people, bears witness to the reality of gospel 
transformation.
